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1. Title: Ministering Justice
Authors: Foreign Affairs.
Abstract: An interview with Israeli justice minister Ayelet Shaked is presented. She talks about her career, the inequality between Arab and Jewish Israelis and the Basic Laws of Israel. Shaked says that they are implementing reforms in the legal system such as the bankruptcy law. She says that there is no inequality between Arab Israelis and Jewish Israelis. She adds that political non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in Israel should not be funded by foreign governments.
2. Title: Anger and Hope
Authors: Foreign Affairs.
Abstract: An interview with Zionist Union and leading opposition member Tzipi Livni is presented. She talks about Israeli democracy and politics in Israel. Livni says that as oppositionists, they fight to maintain democracy in Israel where free press and freedom of speech are under threat. She says that various political parties in Israel should join forces to achieve success. She adds about the peace process and goal for Greater Israel by having an agreement with the Palestinian state.
3. Title: The End of the Old Israel
Authors: Benn, Aluf.
Abstract: The article details the transformation of Israel during the rule for prime minister Benjamin Netanyahu. Topics covered include creation of a modern Israel by secular socialists under first prime minister David Ben-Gurion, the rule of Menachem Begin as head of the Unity (Likud) party and the beginning of Netanyahu rule as prime minister in 1996. Also cited are views of Netanyahu on Israel as a Jewish and democratic state, his opposition to the Oslo peace process and the Wye River memorandum.
4. Title: The Struggle for Israel

Abstract: An introduction to the journal is presented in which the editor discusses topics including interviews with two most powerful women in Israel including justice minister Ayelet Shaked and former foreign minister Tzipi Livni, the transformation of Israel during the long career of prime minister Benjamin Netanyahu and new opportunities and threats facing the foreign policy makers in the country.
5. Title: Israel among the Nations
Authors: Danin, Robert M.
Abstract: The article details the relationship of Israel with other nations while its citizens are feeling vulnerable on their own streets. Topics include the war with Palestine, the 1979 Egypt-Israel peace treaty and closer relationship with Jordan after the Arab Spring period. Also cited are strategic relations of Israel with Turkey until 2010, partnerships with Greece and Cyprus while improving relations with Russia and India and the threats posed by Iran and the Hamaz and Hezbollah militants.
6. Title: Israel’s Second-Class Citizens
Authors: Ghanem, As’ad.
Abstract: The article looks at the struggle of Arabs in Israel for equal rights. Topics include the views of Israeli policymakers on Israel as a Jewish and democratic state, Arab leaders in favor of Arabs joining the Israeli left for national equality and Palestinians living in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. Also cited are the growing population of younger Arabs in Israel, Arabs making progress with government support but still suffering from discrimination and the split identity of Arab Israelis.
7. Title: Israel’s Evolving Military
Authors: Harel, Amos.
Abstract: The article discusses new threats to the security of Israel being faced by the Isreali Defense Force (IDF). Topics covered include threats of militant groups such the Hezbollah that could use their combat experience in Syria against the IDF, their headquarters in densely populated areas in Lebanon and the Hamas in Gaza. Also mentioned are the Islamic State (ISIS) militant group, the rising number of religious Zionists in the IDF combat groups and the lone-wolf attacks of young Palestinians.
8. Title: Israel and the Post-American Middle East
Authors: Kramer, Martin.
Abstract: The article discusses the way Israel can sustain the democratic, globalized and prosperous status quo it has created after the Americans left the Middle East. Topics include the Israeli-Palestinian security cooperation and better relations of Israel with Egypt, Saudi Arabia and Jordan as well as Russia, India and China. Also cited are the Boycott, Divestment and Sanctions (BDS) movement, U.S. influence in the Middle East and a new Israel-U.S. memorandum of understanding.
9. Title: American Political Decay or Renewal?
Authors: Fukuyama, Francis.
Abstract: The article discusses the political connotation of the 2016 U.S. presidential election campaign to the American democracy. Topics include the return of social class in American politics as to economic stagnation and inequality, populism and concerns of voters cited during the primaries such as underclassed African Americans, heroin addiction and power of the Internet. Also cited are trade legislations passed by the Republican Party and identity politics as the core value of Democrats.
10. Title: The Case for Offshore Balancing
Authors: Mearsheimer, John J.; Walt, Stephen M.
Abstract: The article explains the way American should shift its grand strategy of liberal hegemony in solving global problems through offshore balancing to lessen costly domestic setbacks while maintaining its position as a world superpower. Topics covered include best geopolitical stance of the U.S. and distribution of power to maintain regional balance of power in Northeast Asia and Europe. Also mentioned are reduction of terrorism risks and lesser waste of financial resources in offshore balancing.
11. Title: The Truth about Trade

Abstract: The article looks at distorted ideas on the role of trade in the American economy in the ill-informed campaign talks of 2016 U.S. presidential candidates.
