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1. Title: The internationalisation of public sector research through international joint laboratories.
Authors: Jonkers, Koen; Cruz-Castro, Laura.
Abstract: This paper analyses the emergence of public sector international joint laboratories as an increasingly important new phenomenon in the internationalisation of public sector research. Using a survey and interview-based qualitative methodology, it explores the trends in the establishment of such laboratories, the aims for which they are established and the extent to which these aims are met. We find a considerable degree of organisational diversity among them in terms of size, structure, resources and legal status. Since the French Centre National de la Recherche Scientifique and the German Max-Planck-Gesellschaft have been very active in setting up joint laboratories, the paper undertakes two case studies of the instruments of these organisations based on the background literature and in-depth interviews. We argue that their joint laboratories are examples of the institutionalisation of the dymanics of previously self-organised international collaborations and that they have developed these international collaborations to achieve specific organisational goals.
2. Title: Weak knowledge demand in the South: learning divides and innovation policies.
Authors: Arocena, Rodrigo; Sutz, Judith.
Abstract: Many developing countries confront serious problems in benefitting from the advancement of knowledge; a main difficulty being to expand the learning processes. Related policies have been jeopardized by weak market demand for knowledge. Both supply-side and demand-side science and technology and innovation policies have thus been below expectations. This paper argues that to reverse this long trend, current policies can profitably be complemented by a set of innovation policies conceived as social policies, which can simultaneously answer a strong social demand for knowledge and expand endogenous innovative capabilities.
3. Title: Governing ethical clinical research in developing countries: exploring the case of Mexico.
Authors: Rodríguez, Fernando Santiago.
Abstract: Observance of acceptable ethical behaviour is compulsory for good research, particularly when such research puts the well-being of humans at risk. Internationalization of clinical research in developing countries raises ethical concerns. Are the study subjects aware of, and sufficiently protected against, the inherent risks of drug testing? Public policy is called upon to minimize risks while increasing the opportunities for host countries to benefit from participation in clinical research. This paper discusses some minimum principles required for clinical trials to be ethical. Based on evidence from Mexico, the paper illustrates how factors such as: slow regulatory reforms, insufficient empowerment of regulatory agencies, and disconnection among agents increase the risks of unethical behaviour in clinical research.
4. Title: Embryos, ethics and expertise: the emerging model of the research ethics regulator.
Authors: Allyse, Megan.
Abstract: Embryonic stem cell research poses challenges for traditionally secular governing structures. An increasingly popular response has been to create research ethics regulators, bureaucratic agencies assigned to generate or enforce normative regulations surrounding the use of embryos in research. This paper examines three examples: Japan's Bioethics and Biosafety Office, the UK's Human Fertilisation and Embryology Authority and the California Institute of Regenerative Medicine. It explores the structure and mandate of each agency, its definition and employment of ethico-technical expertise and the extent to which the relocation of normative decision-making from the political sphere and into the voluntary sphere has democratized decision-making about the use of emerging technologies. We conclude that the model of the research ethics regulator appears successful at ameliorating public conflict and channeling dissent but there is little evidence to suggest that a reliance on ethico-technical, lay expertise has resulted in the relief of traditional critiques of regulatory culture.
5. Title: Room for the River: Room for Research? The case of depoldering De Noordwaard, the Netherlands.
Authors: Schut, Marc; Leeuwis, Cees; van Paassen, Annemarie.
Abstract: This paper explores the role of research in the context of the Dutch spatial planning procedure 'Room for the River'. We start from the idea that research is strategically used to create space in negotiation processes, where stakeholders often have competing claims on natural resources. Multiple data collection techniques allow us to reconstruct and understand the critical events that led to the decision to depolder De Noordwaard. Within each critical event we describe and analyse how research and other resources were mobilized by policy-makers and other stakeholders to open up or close down negotiation space. By doing so, this paper contributes insights into the factors that influence the effective mobilization and contribution of research towards exploring sustainable solutions to complex environmental problems.
