Abstract: The article presents an interview with founder of the online retail business Amazon.com, Jeff Bezos, focusing on his successful career as an American entrepreneur. When asked about the qualities that make a successful entrepreneur he mentions the need to improve things, the ability to fail, and passion. Other topics of the interview include the importance of entrepreneurship for economic development, the role of the U.S. government in fostering and hindering entrepreneurship, and the impact of Amazon.com on small businesses and their ability to compete. It also mentions the importance of technological innovation in entrepreneurship.
2. Title: The Art of the Cell: A Conversation With Marcelo Claure

Abstract: The article presents an interview with Marcelo Claure, the founder of cell phone distributor Brightstar and chief executive officer of wireless service company Sprint, focusing on the wireless technology market in Latin America. Other topics of the interview include the importance of simplicity for maintaining a successful business, the differences between operating a business in a risky, developing country such as Argentina and a safe, mature country such as the U.S., and how governments influence entrepreneurship in Latin American countries. It also discusses how Claure's status as a Latin American immigrant has aided him in his career.

Abstract: The article presents an interview with Helen Greiner, the co-founder of the robotics company iRobot and founder of robotics/aerospace company CyPhy Works, focusing on the role of entrepreneurship in robotics companies. Other topics of the interview include the relationship between entrepreneurship and technological innovation, the role of the government in entrepreneurial and technological innovation, and the social/cultural impact of robots. It also discusses the relationship between robotics and artificial intelligence and the role of women as entrepreneurs.
4. Title: Africa Calling: A Conversation With Mo Ibrahim

Abstract: The article presents an interview with Mo Ibrahim, founder of the Mo Ibrahim Foundation, a charitable organization, and founder of the cellular network companies Mobile Systems International and Celtel, which focuses on his ideas about entrepreneurship. Other topics of the interview include the challenges to economic growth and entrepreneurship in Africa and other developing countries, how his company handled bribery demands from government officials in Africa, and ways that governments can help foster entrepreneurship.
5. Title: Much Ventured, Much Gained: A Conversation with Michael Moritz

Abstract: The article presents an interview with Jewish venture capitalist Michael Moritz, an early stage investor in technology companies including Cisco, Google, and PayPal, which focuses on startup businesses and entrepreneurship. Other topics of the interview include the importance of entrepreneurship for individual investors and the whole economy, the role of the government in fostering technological innovations in startup businesses, and the economic and social impact of creative destruction. It also discusses how investing has changed for Silicon Valley companies since the 1970s.

Abstract: The article discusses the history technology entrepreneurship in the U.S., focusing on how the rate at which successful technology startups have been founded has steadily declined since the 1970s and what that means for technological innovation and entrepreneurship in the U.S. Other topics include the economic implications of the declining number of startups in the U.S., ways that the rate of new businesses can be increased including immigration policy reform, simplifying investing for middle class people, and health insurance reform, and the need to close the gap in wealth inequality in the U.S.
8. Title: The Anti-Innovators: How Special Interests Undermine Entrepreneurship

Abstract: The article discusses the relationship between special interest groups, the U.S. government, and technology startup business enterprises, focusing on how lobbying by and contributions from special interest has stifled growth in entrepreneurship in the U.S. Other topics include the history of the relationship between the U.S. government and technological innovation since the early 19th century including the inability of startups to outbid large defense contractors for recent projects, the impact of patent law on the software industry since the 1990s, and the allowance of noncompete agreements by state governments.
9. Title: The Innovative State: Governments Should Make Markets, Not Just Fix Them

Abstract: The article discusses the relationship between governments and the private sector, focusing on the need for governments to become more invested in creating markets for private sector technology companies to expand and flourish in. Other topics of the article include the history of government involvement in markets including housing, oil, and pharmaceuticals, information on how government investment in markets fosters private investment in those markets, thus increasing the total amount of money in the market, and the possible benefits of allowing the government to own equity in companies. It also discusses how government investment could spark the next technological revolution.
