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1. Title: Intelligence and Informatization: The Rise of the Ministry of Public Security in Intelligence Work in China
Authors: Schwarck, Edward.
Abstract: This article describes why and how China’s Ministry of Public Security has reemerged as an intelligence actor, its structure and surveillance capabilities, how it deploys these, and to what ends. The ministry began to reform its intelligence structures in the early 2000s to reestablish “information dominance” (zhi xinxi quan ...) over an increasingly fluid, networked, and technologically sophisticated society. The ministry’s intelligence reform agenda comprises two integral parts. “Public security informatization” (gong’an xinxihua ...) describes how the ministry has adapted to the proliferation of IT by transforming the way it collects, analyzes, and disseminates information. Meanwhile, the ministry’s adoption of an “intelligence-led policing” model (qingbao zhidao jingwu ...) has led to the implementation of an “intelligence cycle” (qingbao liucheng...) in public security work, aimed at bringing about effective information management. Today’s public security intelligence system (gong’an qingbao tixi...) ensures that the Chinese security state is able to effectively utilize the oceanic volumes of data entering government systems to better surveil and control society.
2. Title: Decrypting China’s Quantum Leap
Authors: Sharma, Munish.
Abstract: China has achieved major scientific accomplishments since embarking in 2001 on a journey to harness the vast potential of quantum mechanics in information security and military applications. Chinese scientists claimed success in satellite-based entanglement distribution in June 2017. Three months later, in September 2017, the 2,000-kilometer Quantum Communication Line between Shanghai and Beijing opened the world’s first trunk line of secure quantum telecommunications. China’s political leadership has demonstrated its interest and support in this very expensive endeavor, owing to the strategic and military applications of quantum cryptography, quantum computing, and quantum metrology for highly secure communications, stealth submarine operations, and military code breaking. This article explores the rapid development and evolution of research in quantum communications in China, the critical role of political leadership, and the immense opportunities it holds in the military domain.
3. Title: The Authority, Functions, and Political Intrigues of the General Office of the Chinese Communist Party

Abstract: The General Office of the Party Central Committee is the core staff organization through which the Chinese Communist Party exercises power internally. This article discusses the attributes of the General Office’s directors and its important constituent departments, which include the Secretarial Bureau, Letters and Visits Bureau, Research Office, Security Bureau, Confidential Bureau, Confidential Communication Bureau, and Departmental Affairs Management Bureau. The article describes in detail the role of the General Office in the Party’s internal power struggles and analyzes the changes the office has undergone over the past seven decades and the implications.
4. Title: Sprinting with Small Steps: China’s Cadre Management and Authoritarian Resilience
Authors: Pang, Baoqing; Keng, Shu; Zhong, Lingna.
Abstract: In the past two decades, a new pattern of cadre promotion has quietly emerged and reshaped Chinese politics. It has been observed that officials who have held a series of key positions briefly are more likely to rise higher in their careers than other officials, a pattern that is sometimes referred to as “sprinting with small steps.” This article examines this pattern using prefecture-level leadership data to test first an institution-based explanation and then a more encompassing political interpretation. Going deeper, our interviews with local cadres further reveal there is a dual-track system of cadre management: some cadres are preferred, cultivated, and promoted through a fast track that breaks Party regulations, while others have to earn their promotions through the regular track. The article then argues that the dual-track system, part of the Party’s broader pattern of what we call “selective institutionalization,” enables the regime to balance between legitimacy and domination and thus contributes to the resilience of the Chinese Communist regime.
5. Title: Thugs and Outsourcing of State Repression in China
Authors: Ong, Lynette H.
Abstract: This article examines “thugs-for-hire” in state repression. Local governments regularly deploy third-party violence to evict homeowners, expropriate land from farmers, manage illegal street vendors, and deal with petitioners and protestors in China. Violence is effective in implementing unpopular and illegal policies and also allows local authorities to evade responsibility for using violence and maintain a veneer of lawfulness. However, it may run the risk of backfiring and imposing costs vis-à-vis the legitimacy of the local state and of the Communist regime as a whole.
6. Title: State Repression of Chinese Labor NGOs: A Chilling Effect?
Authors: Franceschini, Ivan; Nesossi, Elisa.
Abstract: Since their emergence in China in the mid-1990s, labor NGOs have been exposed to a wide array of threats by the Party-state. But under Xi Jinping the repressive strategies of the Chinese authorities have become more sophisticated, with the adoption of new laws and regulations aimed at enforcing state control and efforts to cut the NGOs’ access to foreign funding. How do Chinese labor NGO activists cope with these threats? Do the attacks silence them or reinforce their commitment? This article assesses the consequences of repression on two levels: at a subjective level, affecting the outlook and motivations of individual activists, and on an operational level, affecting the priorities and strategies of labor NGOs. We argue that while labor activists are equipped to deal with the “rough” side of repression, the more sophisticated approach recently pursued by Chinese authorities is much more threatening.
7. Title: From Law to Politics: Petitioners’ Framing of Disputes in Chinese Courts
Authors: Feng, Yuqing; He, Xin.
Abstract: Drawing on empirical data collected from petitioners in Chinese courts, this article analyzes how the regime’s political concern for social stability transforms petitioners’ disputes and shapes the evolution of their legal consciousness. Compared with first-time petitioners, who often address their complaints within a legal paradigm, the veteran petitioners take advantage of the judges’ political concern for social stability and present their disputes as potentially threatening social stability. They hold the judiciary responsible for their plight; they petition courts during “sensitive periods”; they employ innovative tactics to draw official attention; and they seek to secure government stability-maintenance funds as a substitute for legal remedies. However, in framing a legal dispute as a political problem, the veteran petitioners risk retaliation. This article’s analysis provides insights into the operation of the court petition system, how the legal consciousness of Chinese petitioners evolves, and how in the petitioners’ eyes the legitimacy of the legal system gets eroded.
