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1. Title: Tomorrow's Military
Authors: Rose, Gideon.
Abstract: Pretty much everybody has an opinion about foreign policy and national security priorities, but few understand just how much a country's choices in those areas are shaped by mundane details about the size, composition, and state of its armed forces.
2. Title: Notes From the Chairman: A Conversation with Martin Dempsey
